Suggestions for accommodating a student with a visual impairment for the video activity

· If the students are all doing the motions to the cheer as a class, you could ask the student’s permission if she wouldn’t mind having someone move her arms in the motion of the cheer until she can do it on her own. 

· Have the students in the class say what they are doing while performing the motion so that the student with the visual impairment can follow along. 

· Have the class come up with their own motions for the cheer so that the student with the visual impairment can be included in creating a new cheer. 
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
